  Beginning sometime in late April, Dr. Susan Levy (Highland Park resident and 
national expert in Health Literacy) and Dr. Audrey Gordon (SELCFIA Executive 
Director) will conduct sessions in health literacy in various places in Highland Park and 
Deerfield. These will continue throughout the year. Health literacy is defined by the 
U.S. Department of Health and Human Services as "the degree to which individuals 
have the capacity to obtain, process and understand basic health information and 
services needed to make appropriate health decisions.” Health literacy includes the 
ability to understand instructions on prescription drug bottles, appointment slips, 
medical education brochures, doctor's directions and consent forms, and the ability to 
negotiate complex health care systems.
